Thanks to the generous support of more 
than 625 individuals, businesses, 
foundations, and organizations, 
in FY 2019 CLiF:

➤➤ Initiated multi-year partnerships with 
two additional prisons through our 
Children of Prison Inmates program 

➤➤ Continued our new initiative to serve 
children and families affected by 
opioids and substance abuse

➤➤ Grew our ever-popular Summer 
Readers program by 17%, giving 
presentations and new books to more 
than 10,800 young readers

➤➤ Hosted our largest Community 
Literacy Conference ever, providing 
support and creative ideas to 150 staff 
members from CLiF Year of the Book 
schools across NH and VT

➤➤ Added 6 local authors, illustrators, 
poets, and storytellers to our roster 
of professional presenters, increasing the 
total to 68
